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DISCOURSE OF POLITICAL COMMENTARY IN THE
CONTEMPORARY INFORMATION WARFARE: THE TOPIC OF
“RUSSIAN MILITARY THREAT”

Abstract. The paper examines the discursive characteristics of American presidents’
political commentaries on external threat in diachronic aspect and the political com-
mentaries of high-ranking European and American military men and politicians on
“Russian military threat”in the context of information warfare. It is concluded that in
the English-language press the false stereotype of Russia as a source of danger is actu-
alized. It allows the commentators, on the one hand, to justify the need of escalation
of military confrontation with the alleged threat and, on the other hand, to appeal to
the feeling of fear, projecting anxiety on the target audience, and to trigger predict-
able behavioral patterns.
